	Transportation

	Note on Health


Nepal does not require any specific immunization for visitors. It is however encouraged to be vaccinated before coming to Nepal. Your doctor or the Department of Health may advice you on the type of vaccine to be taken to travel to third world countries like Nepal. 
You are strongly advised to obtain international travel and medical insurance to cover the period of your departure for the ICMCCC until the time of your return.

	Additional Information


October is the post-monsoon season and the temperatures in Kathmandu varies from 23 - 25°C during day time and 8-10° C during night time and is mostly dry. 

The time zone for Nepal is Standard time zone: UTC/GMT +5:45 hours. 

Electricity in Nepal is 220 Volts, alternating at 50 cycles per second. If you travel to Nepal with a device that does not accept 230 Volts at 50 Hertz, you will need a voltage converter. 

International credit cards (Master Card, Visa Card etc) are accepted in all leading hotels, shopping centers, bars and restaurants in Nepal.
